I'MGONNABESOMEBODYbroke alertly, racedclosetothe early pacewhile three deep intothe first turn, prompted the decent
fractions throughthe backstretch run,confronted MASTERING at the quartermarker, vied for the lead inupper stretchwithRIO
KING, respondedtourging at mid-stretch and took commandintothe final furlong, kept to taskto deep stretchand held safely in
a drive at the endtoprevail. AMERICANFARMERwasforwardly placed into the first turn,stalkedthe pace betweenrunnersthen
took back intothe backstretch run, trackedthe decent pace to the half-mile pole, came in a bit tight entering the secondturn and
was shuffledback while two wide nearing the quartermarker,angledfour wide into the stretch, ran evenly tothe furlong marker,
closedwillingly in the final stagesand wasupinthe final stridestosecuretheplace. TRIPOLIwell placed inthe early stages,settled
just off of the pacewhile savinggroundintothe backstretchrun, saved all of the groundtothe secondturn, advancedat the quarter
pole,continuedthat steady bidwhile saving groundintothe stretch,did not offer a final kick indeep stretch andjustmissedfor the
placewhile just holdingfor the show at thewire. RIOKINGsettled just off of the early pace,was steered threewide along the first
turn,advanced into the backstretchrunand stalkedthe decent pace to the half-milepole,gainedgroundthree deepat the quarter
marker, vied for the lead in upper stretch withI'MGONNABESOMEBODY, continued to battle to mid-stretch, lacked the needed
response inthe final sixteenthandwas outclosed for the minor awards.ROYAL SHIP(BRZ) unhurried inthe early running, saved
groundintothe firstturnthenshiftedto the twopath intothe backstretch, was not far backapproachingthe half-mile pole, raced
three wide between runners into the secondturn, swung four wide into the stretch, mounted a mild late rally but neededmore.
MASTERING prominent in the early running, assumed command intothe first turn, set decent fractions while prompted through
the backstretch run, wasconfronted by I'MGONNABESOMEBODY at the quarter marker, could not keeppace intoupper stretch
and faded in the final stages. ROYAL 'NRANDO allowed to settle inthe early stageswhile not far back, raced three wide into the
backstretch run,wassteered outside of rivals into the far turn, was askedfor run fivewideintothe stretch and gave way.
