Free nomination, $500 to pass the entry box and $500 additional to
start. Supplementary nominations may be made at time of entry by payment of $2,000 (includes entry
and starting fees). $150,000Guaranteed plus an additional $100,000 KTDF forKTDF eligible horses. After
payment of 1% to all owners of horses finishing sixth through last, 62% of the remaining purse shall be
paid to the owner of the winner, 20% to second, 10% to third, 5% to fourth and 3% to fifth Weight: 122
lbs. NonWinners of a graded sweepstakes at amile or over in 2023 allowed 2, lbs.a sweepstakes at amile
or over since March 9, allowed 4 lbs. Starters to be named through the entry box by the usual time of
closing.Themaximum number ofstarters for theEllis ParkDerby will be limited to twelve (12)starters.
If more than 12 pass the entry box preference to start will be given to graded stakes winners (in order I-
II-III) then those horses having accumulated the highest lifetime earnings. A trophywill be presented to
thewinning owner.

TUMBARUMBA tracked along theinsideearly on, pursued in the two to three path around the farturn, inched closer in the four

path turning for home, sustained abid after being floated to thefivepath entering thelane, wrestled an advantage entering the final
sixteenth and edged ahead. TRANSECT broke outwardly, tracked three wide, vied around the farturn, led entering the lane, gamely
resisted a pair of outer bids approaching the furlong grounds, but was bested passing the sixteenth pole and tenaciouslyheld place.
LOYAL COMPANY settled off of the pace in the two path, gained between horses turning for home, took aim in the four path
entering the lane inside of TUMBARUMBA, bid along with that one coming to midstretch, but was bested in the final furlong and
failed to gain place. DENINGTON trailed along the inside, picked up stride turning for home, fanned to the six path while within
range of the leaders entering thelane, but leveled off. BLUE LIGHT stalked two wide, vied between horses into the far turn, but
gave way to a trio of outer rivals in upper stretch. HOW DID HE DO THAT broke out and was off slow, lacked speed in the five path
and failed to factor. RELEASE MCCRAKEN pursued from midpack four wide and faded. OLAZABAL set a pressured pace, vied
with a pair of outer bidders into the far turn, but weakened at the five sixteenths pole.
