effortless win. BRYNN'S DREAMwent three to four wide leaving the opening turn, advanced quickly through thefinal turn, and
closed well to earn place. ECHO CREEK unhurried early from alongthe rail, the rider took hold near the quarter pole, and rallied
belatedly.LILLY'S OF LONDON prompted the early pace, and lacked a closing response. SKIP'S ROCK set a pressed pace, was
overtaken into the final turn, and yielded. I SAID QUIET some late interest. SMOKIN JOY offered little. FASTESTGIRLINTOWN
laggedearly then ranged up five wide leaving the front side, and tired. JOCKEYOBJECTION-An objection lodgedby the rider of
ECHO CREEK against the rider of BRYNN'S DREAM alleging interference at the quarter pole was dissallowed.
