NEW YEAR'S EVE lacked speed three wide, steadiedamong foesat the three quarter pole, shifted out four wide entering the
backstretch, pursuedintothe farturn,launchedarally bysplitting foes four wideatthequarter pole, fannedto the six pathentering
the lane, advanced outside of foes with a steady charge in thefinal furlong and drove pastin the late stages. FOR THE FLAG set
the pacealong the inside, spun for home in the two path, leaned outwardly a touch whileholding sway in midstretch, but drifted
out multiple paths entering the final sixteenth,was caught by an outer bidder soon after and fended off outer foes for place while
continuing to lug out. SINFILTRE stalked outside of the top pairand in the four path, pressed from the three path around the far
turn, attempteda bid turning for home before getting floated back to the four path in upperstretch, brushed with an inner rival
while changing leads at the furlong grounds, ran on between horses soon after but was outkicked by an outer rivalentering the final
sixteenth, sustained her bid for place, but shied fromaninner drifting rivaland brushed an outer foe approaching the wire while
deniedplace. QUEROBIN DOURADA tracked in the five to three path around the first turn, pursued between horses into the far
turnbefore tuckingtwowide, swung back to the five path entering the lane, sustained a grinding charge along withanouter foe in
the final furlong, got outkicked by that one at the sixteenth pole, kepton in hopes of biddingfor show, but took mild contact from
aninner rival nearing the wire while missing that position. GLENALL (IRE) stalked alongtheinside, then chased throughthe lane
while lacking arail kick. HENRIETTA TOPHAM broke a stepslow, settled off ofthe pace alongtheinside, got shuffled back behind
traffic turning for home totrailat the quarter pole,remained blocked behind foes while off of the rail in midstretch, tipped in and
stayedonlate. FANCY MARTINI tracked alongthe inside, tippedtothetwo pathenteringthebackstretch, but got keen into thefar
turn, saved ground off of the pace aroundthat bend and made little impact. ARM CANDY broke a beat slow, trailedinthethree to
five path aroundthe first turn, thenracedtowards the rear four wide aroundthe far turn bef ore fanningto the seven pathentering
thelaneandmovedup. SWEET DANI GIRL pressed twowide, viedaround thefar turn, then inthethree path and between horsesin
upper stretch, but was herded out by aninnerfoecausing contact withan outer rival at thefurlong grounds, and weakened between
horses. LADY HIDEAWAY laid off of the pace in the four to three path, shuffled towar ds the rear entering the far turn, was held
up behind foes nearingthe lane, shifted out and failed to menace. PRINCESS THEOREM lacked speed in the four path, lacked a
response tourging in the three path and betweenhorsesaround the far turn and failed to factor. BOUDOIR BURL ESQUE steadied
fromtight quartersamongfoes entering the first turn,raced off ofthe paceinthe three to fourpath, gainedinthe five pathentering
the far turn, but only managed tochase before getting floated and weakening five to seven wide entering the lane. THE RIDER
OF QUEROBIN DOURADA CLAIMED FOUL AGAINST FOR THE FLAG FOR INTERFERENCEIN DEEP STRETCH; BUT THE
OBJECTION WAS DISALLOWED BY THE STEWARDS.
