ARUNDEL CASTLE away well and tracked the pacesetter one out from the rail the first time, forced the issue two wide in

the run down the backside and into the final turn, assumed command in mid stretch and was all out to hold off a late surge by
MATSQUI toprevail. MATSQUI unhurriedearlywhile trailingthe field into the stretch the first time, advancedsmartly fromalong
the inside midwaydown the backstretch, continued her move from just off the rail entering thefinal turn, shifted four wide in
mid stretch and came up just short. LICORICEbroke sharply and raced to the lead while under snug restraint entering the first
turn, controlled the pace from along the rail through the secondturn,battleddown the backstretch from the inside of ARUNDEL
CASTLE, continued that battle through the final turn and into the lane, was unable to match strides with her pace rival in deep
stretch,while provingclearly best of the rest. SHAMRAaway alertly and stalkedthe leader throughthe stretchthe first timewhile
saving ground at the rail, raced two out from the rail in the run down thebacksidewhile maintaining her position, but came up
empty over the finalfurlongwhencalledupon. EBONYEYES stalked the leader throughthe stretch thefirst timewhile racingtwo
wide, was forced with a four wide journey in the run down the backstretch, but failed to respond when called upon approaching
thefinal turn.
