FREE LIKE A GIRL chased the leader between horses up the backstretch, raced in the three path around the turn, challenged
the front runner approaching the quarter pole, kicked clear in midstretch and held that margin to the wire. OLIVIA G stalked the
pace setter on the inside up the backstretch, saved ground around the turn, began a bid in upper stretch and gained ground late.
BELEOUT chased the leader between horses up the backstretch, continued around the bend in the two path and kept on to the
finish. FREE DROP MADDY led the way on theinside through the opening quarter, saved ground around the bend and gave way
in late stretch. WHOLELOTTAMO trailed the field up the backstretch, raced in the two path around the turn, began a bid entering
the stretch and improved position from there. MISS PRIORITY pressed the pace on the outside up the backstretch, raced in the
two path around the turn and faded in the lane. RUE LALA stalked the leaders on the outside up the backstretch, raced in the two
path around thebend and weakened in the stretch. BLESSED ASSURANCE raced off the pace on theoutside early, came around
the turn in the four path and was outkicked in the stretch. ROYAL O'HAIGAIN raced in the middle of the pack on the outside up
thebackstretch, came around the turn in the four path, began a bid nearing thequarter pole and flattened out from there. FIRST
I'VE SEEN raced off the pace on the inside early, saved ground around the bend and showed no kick. WUPKAR bobbled leaving
the gate, recovered to track the leaders between horses up the backstretch, dropped back while racing in the three path around
the bend and tired in the lane.
