NOBALS chased three deep between rivals, took a bump from outside at the seven-sixteenths pole, moved over to the inside,
saved ground through the turn, rallied up the fence, drove clear in the final sixteenth and held over the late run from the runner-
up. BIG INVASION settled inside, got put in tight near theseven-sixteenths pole, hugged the rail through the turn, lacked room in
upper stretch, gained a clear path at the eighth pole, launched a late bid but ran out of time. AESOP'S FABLES (IRE) was off a bit
slow to begin, raced outside a rivalinto the bend, angled four wide around the turn, moved out further in the laneand closed well
for third. LIVE IN THE DREAM (IRE) took control early and setthe pace with JASPER KRONE alongside, cleared that rival into
the turn, showed the way clear into the final furlong, caught by the winner at the sixteenth pole, flattened late but managed to hold
on for a minor award. MOTORIOUS (GB) stalked outside rivals, bumped with NOBALS at the seven-sixteenths pole, lost ground
when caught behind a rival on the turn, got boxed in upper stretch, moved out to a clear path and finished willingly. ARZAK coaxed
from the gate, chased four deep into and around the turn, raced within striking distance into thefinal furlong but finished evenly
late. BEER CAN MAN stalked five, four, then three deep early, forced to steady by a trouble rival into the turn, came three wide
into the lane and kept trying while unable to threaten. TONY ANN unhurried in the early going and moved inside, saved ground
to the stretch, then steered out and failed to threaten. ROSES FOR DEBRA forwardly placed off the inside then between rivals,
exited the bend two wide, got put in a bit tight in upper stretch and weakened. CARAVEL chased along the inside, drew closer
around thebend, tipped two wide into the driveand weakened. GEAR JOCKEY allowed to settle early off the rail, steadied inside the
seven-sixteenths pole, spun three wideinto the drive and proved no menace. JASPER KRONE pressed the pace from outside, lost
touch with the leader leaving the backstretch, became rank at the three-eighths pole, chased in the three path into the drive and
weakened.
