MY MANE SQUEEZE chased the pace on the outside, went four then three wide on the turn, gained to get the lead in upper
stretch, shook clear outside the furlong marker and drew away under steady urging. LANDED prompted the pace on the insideof
the leader, took the advantage near the nine-sixteenths, vied along the rail on the turn, lost the advantage in upper stretch, lost
touch with the winner near the furlong marker and proved no match while clear for the place. BERNIETAKESCHARGE moved out
while urged along off the pace, went five then four wide on the turn, dropped to the three path at the quarter-pole and earned
theshow while no match for the top two. WALK WITH ME bumped with a rival at thestart, was urged along off the pace, steadied
behind a stopping foe inside theseven-sixteenths pole, moved from the fourpath to the two path on the turn and lacked the needed
response then missed the show. MIDNIGHT CONCERTO bumped with an opponent at thestart, dropped well behind, saved ground
for most of the turn then shifted to the three path, came five wide into the stretch and was no factor. MUNNY GRAB bumped with
foes on both sides and was last to commence, raced well off the pace under urging, moved closer late on the backstretch, angled
from the rail to the threepath under urging on theturn, chased into the stretch and came up empty. CARA'S TIME was urged along
off the pace, moved fromthe two path to the four path midway through the turn and failed to respond. BARONESS BOURBON lost
her footing at the start but broke with the field, was urged along towards the rear, went two to three wide on the turn and failed
to threaten. RUMINT was urged along on the outside, dropped back four to five wideon the turn and capitulated. BLUE EYED
WARRIOR went to the front, set the paceunder some pressure to her inside, lost the lead near the nine-sixteenths, came up empty
on the turn and stopped fast then was eased in the stretch but walked off.
