NEVER EXPLAIN saved ground around the first turn, settled in the middle of the pack on the outside for the run up the

backstretch, swung out to the five path tobegana bidcomingaround the far turnanddueledto the finishto get upfor thewin late.
RUNNING BEE raced in the two path early, stalked the leader on the outside up the backstretch, continued around the far turn
in the four path,challengedapproaching the quarter pole and dueledto thewire to narrowlymiss.SIEGEOF BOSTON raced into
traffic leaving the gate, moved out to the four pathcoming around the first turn, continued up the backstretch in the middle of
thepackbetweenhorses, navigatedthe far bend still inthe four path, begana bidpassingthe quarter pole and gained ground late.
CHURCHTOWNsaved ground aroundthe first turn, chasedthe leader on the inside up the backstretch, continued tosave ground
around the secondturnand kept onto the finish. IRISHACES raced inthe two andthree path aroundthefirst bend, settled off the
pace on theinsidefortherunupthe backstretch, swung out to the fivepathcomingaroundthe far turnand improvedposition from
there. OLYMPIC RUNNER raced in themiddle of the packon the outside throughthe openinghalfmile, came around the second
turn in the three path and was outkicked in the lane. WINFROMWITHIN savedground around the first bend, led the way up the
backstretch, continuedaround the turn inthe two pathand weakenedinthe final furlong.CANDIDATEraced inthe two path early,
tracked the leader between horses up the backstretch,navigated the turn from the three path and faded in the stretch. MOHS
savedground aroundthe first turn, continued up the backstretch inthe middle of the pack onthe inside, came around the second
turn in the two path and tired in the lane. APRILFOOLS ANDY raced in the three path around the first turn, settledoff the pace
on the outside for the run up the backstretch, continued aroundthe far turn inthe four path and was empty inthe stretch.
