ARIEGE settled near the inside early, continued from the rail when rallying into the stretch, eased out four or five wide once
straightened for the drive and was hard ridden the remainder. GOLDEN DOC A, outsprinted early, circled horses to be ten wide
when straightened into the stretch, loomed prominently but wasn't good enough. PASSION moved to the front upon going a
furlongs, raced three or four wide while stepping moderate fractions, managed a narrow advantage into the final furlong and
couldn't continue. KEEP THE PEACE, in front after the start, raced in hand, allowed the advantage to PASSION from the
inside, pressed that one four or five wide, battled on about even terms into mid-stretch and weakened. ZEE ZEE, never far back
and five wide, came wider when commencing a solid run at the quarter-mile ground but flattened out late. TASHA'S MIRACLE
tracked the leaders four or five wide to the head of the stretch and tired. OFFICER CHERRIE, between foes on the backstretch
four wide, never threatened when asked. ACACIA was outrun throughout. ARMONK raced forwardly near the inside for a half
and weakened thereafter.
