FROST GIANT rated while racing along the outside, took over the lead approaching the far turn, was quickly joined by
SOLAR FLARE, raced as a team with that rival during the run around the second turn, lost the lead approaching the top of the
stretch, came again when asked for a response in upper stretch, reached even terms with the leader leaving the furlong marker,
then slowly edged clear while being flashed the whip. SOLAR FLARE (ARG) underwent a three wide journey, raced in tandem
with the winner around the second turn, poked a head in front approaching the quarter pole, gradually increased the margin
nearing the eighth pole, was put to energetic handling when the winner made his presence at the sixteenth pole and gave up
ground grudgingly. RISING MOON took the overland route and came home willingly. HARLINGTON reserved early, lacked the
needed stretch response. MERCHANT MARINE unhurried early, attempted a four wide sweep, got to within striking distance
turning for home but could advance no further. A. P. ARROW devoid of early foot, turned in a dull effort. NAUGHTY NEW
YORKER rank leaving the starting gate, dragged his rider to the lead along the inside, tired badly after going six furlongs.
HUNTING was outrun.
