SWEETNORTHERNSAINT checked slightly at the start, moved up rapidly from outside in the early stages, angled in to
contest the pace approaching the first turn, stalked the leader in hand from outside along the backstretch, edged closer on the
turn, drew on even terms with MISTER TRIESTER nearing the quarter pole, surged to the front at the top of the stretch, shook
loose opening a clear advantage a furlong out then drew off under a vigorous hand ride to win going away. MISTER TRIESTER
rushed up along the rail to gain the early advantage, remained clear while saving ground along the backstretch, dug in when
challenged on the turn, relinquished the lead to the winner entering the stretch, fought gamely into midstretch then drifted out
while weakening a bit in the late stages. CAUSE TO BELIEVE moved up along the rail in the early stages, settled in good
position while saving ground for six furlongs, edged closer when asked for run on the turn, angled out for room at the top of the
stretch, lodged a brief bid in upper stretch, but couldn't sustain his rally. LEWIS MICHAEL checked while racing awkwardly on
the first turn, raced in the middle of the pack while saving ground along the backstretch, lodged a mild move along the rail
midway on the turn, steadied after brushing the rail again nearing the quarter pole then flattened out in the stretch.
MALAMEEZE a bit slow to gain stride, raced well back in the two path for six furlongs, gained between horses on the turn,
angled four wide entering the stretch then lacked a strong closing response. RACKETEER moved up three wide on the first
turn, raced just behind the leaders while between horses for five furlongs, remained a factor to the turn and steadily tired
thereafter. MY GOLDEN SONG brushed at the start, raced in the middle of the pack for a half while four wide, continued wide
while making a move to reach contention on the turn then faded in the stretch. CREATIVE FORCE never reached contention.
ITSALLBOUTTHECHASE unhurried to the far turn, gained slightly while between horses three wide on the turn then lacked a
further response. DEVILOFARUSH fractious in the gate at the start, bobbled slightly and failed to mount a serious threat
thereafter while wide throughout.
