W: He will also have to deal with five weeks between Fla. Derby and Ky. Derby.
P: Owner and trainer are trying out for the “Jerry Springer” Derby special.

W: Clubhouse chemistry is overrated; colt has been a freak since getting Lasix.
P: Very fast, but question whether the Derby distance is beyond his scope.

W: His undeniable talent might carry him farther than he really wants to go.

P: One of several Baffert colts who seem ideally suited for 10 furlongs.

W: Has beaten up on soft competition, but his confidence level is way up now.
P: He was my pick in the BC Juvenile, when rein broke. Proven at Churchill.
W: Unsure how good he really is, and is in line to get only two prep races.

P: Might be flying under the radar in Maryland, but he is a flat-out runner.

W: Has been totally unchallenged since getting blinkers three starts ago.

P: Was shopping for an allowance race, but is now forced to face Brother Derek.
W: We will find out sooner rather than later how he stacks up against a top colt.
P: Oaklawn’s top prospect could not have had an easier trip in the Southwest.
W: Disagree completely. He ran hard early, and yet was still game in late stages.
P: Big colt probably wasn't crazy about the slick track at GG, but still won.

W: Had a better feeling about him after his maiden win than after his last two.
P: Calendar is starting to work against him; needs to get back on the work tab.
W: The reason why he is still on this list is because he was so good last year.
P: Had minor throat ulcer, missed Southwest; will face those runners in Rebel.
W: The Rebel promises to be a very salty race with all the talent pointing to it.
P: Two turns will be a challenge, and he is wintering in Dubai. No thanks.

W: The first Ky. Derby winner to come out of Dubai will be at my expense.

P: Ran to his excellent workouts with a powerful comeback victory last week.
W: Dominated a strong allowance field in return; might be the new “buzz” horse.
P: Avoiding big guns this month because he got graded money in ECR Derby.
W: He will likely be nominated late this month, but right now, he’s not eligible.
P: Had to overcome a dreadful draw in the Holy Bull; still finished powerfully.
W: In addition to his bad post, he also came from way back on a speed track.
P: Rallied strongly in a race where the pace didn't help his late kick. A sleeper.
W: He ran well, but | disagree with Jay’s assessment of the Southwest’s pace.
P: Disappointed in his last pair; owner then switched to Giacomo’s trainer.
